 Have your child demonstrate the

Kindergarten – book care, library rules, first 

check out.  Practice choosing from picture books 

and favorite non-fiction subjects. 

1st grade and M/A – We’ve started discovering 

how fiction (E, ER & F) books are arranged in the 

library.  Great practice using shelf markers! 

2nd grade – Focus on selecting just right books by 

using tools such as the 5 finger rule. 

3rd grade – Formally introduce students to the 

library.  We will begin studying elements of non-

fiction by studying Wampanoag books!  

4th grade & 5th grade – Introduce the Win Rocks 

program (see next page) by watching book trailers 

and determining the characteristics of different 
genres.
