Maintain the Conversation

Students try to keep the conversation going on a single topic by asking
questions and commenting on their partner’s responses. Each student
has an envelope of questions or images related to the topic to pull out
when they get stuck. At the end of the time limit, students want to be
the partner who pulled out the fewest questions, signaling the partner
who best sustained the conversation.

Talking about realia....
