diminishing locally, nationally and globally.
They will then work collaboratively to define biodiversity in simple terms
that younger children can understand and will engage in the discussion of
biodiversity via twitter. They will learn about species of plants and
animals that are most endangered today and consider how the loss of
plants and animals threatens biodiversity. They will consider local and
global initiatives for preserving biodiversity and will discuss the role that
zoos in the target culture play in promoting biodiversity.
