1. The right to be treated equally no matter what
race, religion or if you are a boy or girl.

2. The right to develop in a healthy manner.

3. The right to a have a name and your own
culture.

4. The right to enough food (3 square meals a
day).

§. The right to a secure living unit.

6. The right to receive love, understanding and
protection.

7. The right to free education, to play and
recreation.

8. The right to live in a house that is a safe place.

9. The right to special care, if handicapped and
regular doctor visits.

10. The right to shelter from harsh weather.
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
