What if my child’s device is 

stolen or damaged? What recourse can I take? 

Students bring electronic communication 

devices to school at their own risk, just 

like any other personal items. The school 

will not be held responsible if an elec-

tronic device or other item is lost, stolen 

or misplaced. Some devices have a device 

locator; it is recommended that you en-

able this feature if possible. 

Is it required that my child use the School wire-

less? Can they use their own 3G or 4G service? 

Students with a personally owned device 

need to use the guest wireless network. 

My child is bringing a device to school for in-

structional purposes. Will they have access to 

things they normally do with district equip-

ment? 

You child will have access to any of the 

web-based software the school currently 

uses (databases, library search tools, etc.) 

Software may run differently on different 

devices for varying reasons. 

As a parent am I required to add additional 

software (virus protection, filter, tracking de-

vice, etc.) to my child’s device? 

Virus protection for PC’s is required. De-

vice location software is not required but 

is always a good idea. 

How will my son/daughters device be used in 

the classroom? 

Schools must challenge students with 

rigorous, personalized academic learning 

experiences that foster innovation and 

creativity.

Purpose: 

  

 The purpose of the BYOD policy is to enhance the 

educational learning environment of the school.  There-

fore it is necessary to place controls on how this policy is 

implemented to ensure the integrity of the policy and its 

processes.  As a result, the following adjudication guide-

lines have been created to ensure the integrity of the 

process. 

 

 

1st offense – Confiscation, Warning, and Phone Call 

Home 

 

2nd offense – Confiscation, Saturday Work Detail, Phone 

Call Home 

 

3rd offense – Confiscation, 1-3 days ISS, Phone Call 

Home 

 

4th Offense – Confiscation, 5-10 days ISS, Phone Call 

Home 

 

5th Offense – Confiscation, 1-3 days suspension, Termi-

nation of Technology Privileges and Phone Call Home. 

 

 

Remember that in order to bring a device to school, a 

student must have a completed district BYOD technol-

ogy form signed and notarized.  This form can be found 

on the school district website.
