1. Turn on the computer.

2. Go to www.becybersmart.org/students.

3. Now, click on the blue square.

4. Find the title for this lesson and open the link for
Yahoo! Kids.

5. At Yahoo! Kids click in the text box next to the
Search button. Then type your keywords. Check
and correct your spelling.

6. Click the Search button.

7. Print the page with the title “Yahoo! Kids Site
Matches.” Write your name on it. 

8. Read the list of sites. Circle the ones you think will
tell you if guinea pigs make good pets.
