Activities can involve other groups or individuals, can involve some major risks, can involve a number of people coming together for a short period of ti me
and the physical environment can be challenging ...no t to forget that the weather can intervene and caus e chaos at any time visits are planned to off site
locations.

These Checklists are intended to provide a starting point for you to use to develop your own specific risk management checklists. Every group has specifi c
risks to them — only YOU can identify them. Look an  d understand the risk management process at  www.ourcommunity.com.au__ and this will help prevent
people being injured and save you from unnecessary concern and grief. While this checklist deals mainl y with public safety there are other risks involved

that you should attempt to identify that may deal w ith finance, planning, staff, law etc. You should a  Iso check with your relevant national or State peak body
who may already have resource more targeted to you.

Are players on the playing field a safe
distance from spectators? Is there a
standard?

Is the area of play a safe distance from
fences or other obstacles? Is there a
standard?

Is the surface inspected before every
game and training session to ensure it is
safe for play?

Are “spills” cleaned up immediately?

Do you make regular inspections of fixed
equipment (eg: goalposts, nets, etc) to
ensure they are secure and safe for play
and adequately padded?

Do you make regular inspections of
fences and barriers to ensure they are
secure and safe for play (eg: no sharp
edges or protrusions)?

Is the playing surface maintained by
regular watering, sweeping, resurfacing,
raking, mowing, etc?

Is there adequate lighting for the safe
conduct of your sport?

Is the area around the playing area
checked regularly for potential dangers?

Do all grandstands and seating comply
with safety standards?
