Like Terms have the same variables, and matching
variables have the same exponent.

Use the distributive property to multiply a single
term into a bracket.

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An equation has an expressionon each side of an
equal sign.

To solve an equation, find the value that makes the
left side (LS) equal to the right side (RS). This value
is called the solution or root of the equation.

1. Expand (and simplify) each side

2. Isolate terms with variables on one side, constants
on the other side.

3. Simplify like terms.

4. Solve for the unknown.
