Why The New ltem Types?

'; y*4a - Content of the Neb Aligned Version HAS
» NOT CHANGED

* Allows us to assess skill application, not just
skill acquisition

* Provides better items at higher RIT levels

* Typically introduced for Common Core SS

* Will also show up in state aligned versions
* More likely on 6+ tests
