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Transitions determine how one slide is removed from the screen
and the next slide appears. PowerPoint has a number of built-in
transitions to choose from.

1. Open the slide show you want to work with.

2. Click the Slide Sorter [38] view button.

3. Click to select the slide you want to add a transition to.

4. Click the Transition |& button, and the Slide Transition
dialog box appears.
