Calf Club Day – Thursday 22nd October 2015 
A reminder - you need to start thinking now if your child/ren want to rear calves, 

lambs or goats.  The animal must be born after 1st July 2015.  Calves are judged on 

rearing and leading.  Lambs are judged on rearing, leading & calling.  Goats are 

judged on rearing, leading & calling. 
 

You can also bring a ‘pet’ which can include cats, rabbits, guinea pigs, fish, chicken etc. Note that NO DOGS or 

PUPPIES are permitted and the animal will need to be in a cage for the duration of the day. 
 

Please do not bring pregnant animals or new-borns on the day as this could put them 

under stress that would not be good for their health.  Also please make sure you bring 

along food and water for your animals as it can be a long day for them especially if it is 

sunny and hot.

Payments Via Internet Banking

Carpark Congestion / Safety 

It is inevitable that the carpark will get busy and somewhat congested either side of 3:00pm bell.  Thank you 

so much for the care you take at this time  … children can be erratic and are not always easy to see. 

In order to reduce congestion, and make things a little safer, we would encourage parents of older (non-

junior) children to either  … 

…  pick their child(ren) up from the bottom bus bay 

…  to maybe delay pickup to 3:10/15 (as opposed to 3:00) to reduce congestion in the period immediately 

following final bell. 

No matter what, please continue to be careful when driving past the school in the periods 8:30 to 9:00am 

and 3:00-3:30pm. 

 

Cambridge update 

We are keen for parents (especially those of children in years 7 and 8) to be well informed on the above 

programme, and the reasons why we are going down this track.  This is a very significant step, with the 

potential to change our programmes quite significantly.  Even though the greatest impact will be at year 7 

and 8, there will naturally be ‘ripples” to lower levels over time. 

If you did not receive a copy of the FAQ sheets sent out with last week’s newsletter, further copies are 

available from the school office.  A series of after school meetings will be held in a month or so, and an 

evening meeting if this is requested.  Kevin is also available by appointment (or take your chances around 

3:00 PM) to answer questions one to one.

…  that grammar and punctuation are two areas of school wide focus this year.  Starting next week, children 

will take part in a moderated assessment task which will give us an indication of which students need extra 

work, and of how our students are performing in relation to their peer group nation-wide.  We will let you 

know what we find.

Out of zone places
