It is in the interests of all families that prompt action is taken by parents who receive a letter advising of
detection of headlice. If action is not taken within 24 to 48 hours, children who have been treated, can be
quickly reinfested. Where headlice are detected children will be rechecked weekly until there is evidence of
appropriate freatment. From experience we know that, with the co-operation of all parents, this policy
ensures infestation rates remain at very low levels. While we are concerned at the implications of repeat
chemical treatments, adherence to our current policy usually leads to significantly less chemical exposure
over time than otherwise would be the case.

It is certainly not our
intention to grow the school much beyond its current size (which we consider to be pretty optimal), but we
do need to manage our roll very carefully into the future in order to secure current levels of funding and
staffing.
