APPEARANCES IN THE AP CURRICULUM 
 Improved transportation technologies and commercial practices 

led to an increased volume of trade, and expanded the geographical 
range of existing and newly active trade networks. 

 Existing trade routes flourished & promoted the growth of powerful 
new trade cities (Tenochtitlan) 

 Increased cross-cultural interactions resulted in the diffusion of 
literary, artistic, and cultural traditions (Toltec/Mexica Traditions in 
MesoAmerica) 

 In the Americas, as in Afro-Eurasia, state systems expanded in 
scope and reach: Networks of city-states flourished in the Maya 
region and, at the end of this period, imperial systems were created 
by the Mexica (“Aztecs”) and Inca. 

 Agricultural production increased significantly due 
to technological innovations (Chinampas, Terrace Farming)

o PEOPLE FROM AZTLAN 
o AZTLAN=MYTHOLOGICAL 

HOMELAND OF THE AZTECS 
 THE AZTECS THEMSELVES 

WERE MEXICA (EPONYMOUS 
FOR MEXICO TODAY) 

 

CHINAMPAS 
“FLOATING GARDENS” 
 THE MOST DISTINGUISHING ASPECT OF 

AZTEC AGRICULTURE  
 FROM THE NAHUATL WORD MEANING 

“SQUARE MADE OF CANES” 
 THE SPANISH DESCRIBED IT LIKE THIS: 
o WITHOUT MUCH TROUBLE, THE INDIANS PLANT AND 

HARVEST THEIR MAIZE AND GREENS IN CHINAMPAS. 
THESE WERE STRIPS BUILT ABOVE WATER 
 FATHER JUAN DE TORQUEMADA 

 BUILT ALONG FRESHWATER SHORELINE 
OF CENTRAL MEXICO  

 NOT “FLOATING GARDENS”  
o ISLANDS BUILT ALONG THE SHORE

WILLOW TREES- 
ANCHORED CHINAMPA &

ENVIRONMENT 

CROPS- MAIZE, BEANS,

EDGES TO PROVIDE STABILITY 

CHANNELS- DUG BETWEEN 

CHINAMPAS FOR IRRIGATION  

SOIL LAYERS- DIFFERENT

o BEGINNING OF THE AZTEC

o  MEXICA/TENOCTITLAN=PRIMARY

o TRIBUTE WAS DEMANDED OF 

CONQUERED CITY-STATES

o INSTIGATED TO GAIN PRISONERS

BALL IN PLAY (LIKE RACQUETBALL)

 EARLY ON, SACRIFICE WAS COMMON 

 AZTEC VERSION OF THE GAME:
