 Improved transportation technologies and commercial practices led to an 

increased volume of trade, and expanded the geographical range of existing and 
newly active trade networks. (Andes) 

 Increased cross-cultural interactions resulted in the diffusion of literary, artistic, and 
cultural traditions (Inca Traditions in Andean America) 

 In the Americas, as in Afro-Eurasia, state systems expanded in scope and reach: 
Networks of city-states flourished in the Maya region and, at the end of this period, 
imperial systems were created by the Mexica (“Aztecs”) and Inca. 

 Agricultural production increased significantly due to technological innovations 
(Waru Waru, terrace farming)

PACHACUTI’s HEIR WAS NAMED TUPAC AMARU.  RAPPER 
TUPAC AMARU SHAKUR WAS ACTUALLY NAMED AFTER 
TUPAC AMARU II WHO LED A REVOLT AGAINST THE 
SPANISH IN THE 18TH CENTURY. 

 24,800 MILES LONG; ACCESSES 3,000,000 SQUARE MI. 
 WIDEST POINT= 66 ft. HIGHEST POINT=2,600 ft. 
 RAN FROM QUITO,ECUADOR TO SANTIAGO, CHILE 
 BUILT BY THE INCA AS THEY GAINED NEW TERRITORY 
o EXISTING TRADE ROUTES LINKED BACK TO INCA EMP. 
 CHASQUIS TRANPORTED MESSAGES 
 LLAMAS/ALPACAS TRANSPORTED GOODS 
 “VERTICAL ARCHIPELEGO” 
o CONNECTED THE DIFFERENT PEOPLES OF THE EMPIRE

WEEK (1, 800 MILES). TRAVELED 
UP TO 150 MILES PER DAY!
