Cohort to Cohort Graphs display one group at a
particular point in time (Comparing 4™ grade spring
Map scores over 5 years)

Value Added Graphs display student growth over
time (displaying a 15t grade class math scores as they
progress through school)



Pros and Cons of Cohort to Cohort Graphs

» Simple to implement » Not effective in
» Measures school’s showing growth at
progress over time more than one grade

» Student population can
cause meaningless
fluctuations (e.g.high
population of advanced
learners)




Pro

» Designed to directly
measure what students
learn at school

» Track sa group over
time

Pros and Cons of Value Added Graphs

Cons

» Must have vertical
alignment of
curriculum

» Susceptible to
measurement error
