You will receive additional
information from your dhild's teacher or school
officials if this is applicable for youwr child.

To address the complexities of food allergy
management in schools, it is important that students,
parents and schiool staff work cooperatively to
implement the recommended gudelines including:

*  Teams to develop and implement building-wide
prevention protocels and mandatory staff training.

*  Emergency acbion response planning to address an
allergic reaction for students with a life
threatening allergy.

*  Promotion of age-appropriate responsibility fior
avoiding allergens.

*  Transportation, custodial and food service staff
prevention and response training.
