e Open Tasks- Open-middled tasks (one correct answer with multiple approaches to the solution) and open-ended tasks (multiple answers and approaches to the solution)
e Projects- short projects, extended projects, presentation of problem results, lab activities
o Informal assessments- in-class observations, teacher checklists, student writing, math journals
Note: These assessments should focus on the deficiencies found after analyzing assessment data.
