Did you know?

»  According to the CDC, “Childhood abuse, neglect, and exposure to other traumatic stressors which we term Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE)
are common. Almost two-thirds of our study participants reported at least one ACE, and more than one of five reported three or more ACE. The
short- and long-term outcomes of these childhood exposures include a multitude of health and social problems.”

> Several studies strongly implicate the incidence of adverse childhood experiences in the development of PTSD among combat veterans.
