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1. Revoice 
 
2. Restate someone else’s reasoning. 

(“Can you repeat what he/she just 
said in your own words?)  

 
3. Apply your own reasoning to 

someone else’s reasoning. (“Do 
you agree or disagree and why?)  

 
4. Prompt for further participation. 

(“Would someone like to add on?)  
 

5. Wait time. (“Take your 
time…we’ll wait…this is 
important…”)
