History — Year 1

Work sample: Past and present

Relevant part of the achievement standard
By the end of Year 1 students identify and place key events in their family history in sequence.
Students ask questions about the past using historical sources.

Students use sources about the past to compare features of objects from the past and the present and to
identify how some aspects of life have changed over recent time while others have remained the same. They
identify personal and family events that have significance.

Students recall what happened in an event and relate stories about life in the past using different forms of
communication (oral, graphic, written, role play). When telling their stories, they use familiar terms denoting
time.

Summary of task
This task comprised two parts:

1. Students were asked to place photographs of themselves in sequence and to annotate the
photographs with comments on how old they were and what they were doing.
2. Students were asked to answer questions about what how they had changed and how they had

remained the same as revealed in the photographs.

Student attainment of the achievement standard is determined at the end of a reporting period after
reviewing relevant assessment evidence.
