Topic
specific
feasible to test
scientifically relevant (i.e., no “so what” topics)
novel, or a new take on an established idea
clearly stated

Research
shows broad range of sources
includes at least one book
includes at least one article from a scientific journal
bibliography sheet with at least five references completed†

Report
at least two pages in length (excluding title page)
contains adequate background information on topic
details how experiment will affect society/country/world
clearly states topic in the form of a hypothesis
makes scientifically-logical predictions of the outcome
identifies some possible trouble spots

properly cited in Council of Scientific Editors (CSE) format*
