ANNETTE: Ou habites-tu? Where do you live?

BRIGITTE: J'habite dans une maison & Bordeaux. | live in a house in Bordeaux.

GEORGES:  OU est le jardin? Where is the garden?

GuiLLAUME:  Le jardin est la-bas. The garden is over there.

ABDUL: OU est le garage? Where is the garage?

AL Il est derriére le jardin. It's behind the garden.

LISETTE: Il y a combien de piéces dans ta maison? How many rooms are there in your house?
MARIANNE: Il y a cinq piéces. There are five rooms.

There are four ways to write “the”:
le (in front of a masculine singular noun)
la (in front of a feminine singular noun)
I’ (in front of noun that begins with a vowel)
les (in front of a plural noun)
The word jardin can mean “yard,” as well as “garden.”
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Hospitality is part of French culture. Being gracious to one’s guests includes making
them feel at home.

La piéce refers to a room in a house.

La salle de séjour is another way to say “living room.”
