McKinsey, the waorld famous consulting firm, thought it might help the world draw some
policy condusions from the OECD's Programme for International Student Assessment
(PISA), an agency that ranks the students of the industrialized world country by
country, Their condusion was, of course, that we have our priorities in the wrong
places.

Mckinsey's recommendation was striking only in its predictability - hire the best
teachers, and recruit teachers from the brightest pool of college students and
professionals. In usual McKinsey fashion, it was also striking in the fact that the firm
under review (in this case our nation) doesn't actually practice the simple focus they
recommend.

The PISA data causes revelations that are contrary to current movements in
education: it reveals that there is no correlation between higher teacher pay and
better performance and, after primary school, there iz no result to lowering dass sizes.

Instead, countries that focus on being very selective about candidates for
teacher-training see the best results, “In Finland all new teachers must have master’s
degree. South Korea recruits primary-schoool teachers from the top 5% of graduates,
Singapore and Hong Kong from the top 30%." What these countries do is only accept
top performing graduates as candidates and focus resources and time on training them
well. It is an accomplishment in of itself to become a teacher. As a result, society and
students give them respect and teachers feel good about their status and pasition.

The United States, on the other hand, seems to allow anyone who passes a basic
subject test and has a dearee (which can be easy to come by these days) to become a
teacher. Teachers, while paid a livable salary (as long as they are not the primary
bread winner for the family), are generally not venerated. Teachers feel as though
they are on the bottom rung of the white-collor totem pole, and students and parents
often treat them that way.

Teacher training is varied and falls short for many. Teachers even have to foot the bil
for their training in some places. Many teachers enter the dassroom with no training,
and many that have thorough training feel the training was inadequate or impractical.
The average teacher leaves in less than five years (probably to get & job they can feel
positive about), thus preventing on-the-job know-how to create a culture of good
instruction.

The only American trend consistent with these findings is Teach for America, which has
gained a strong status symbaol because of its selectivity and strong alumni program.
Teach for America, however, only lasts two years. As a result, the teacher leaves
before they have even mastered the classroom.

Policy recommendations to take away from this should incude the expansion of the
Teach for America program, not in the number of accepted applicants but in the years
they must commit and the symbaolic rewards in doing sa. Finandal incentives need not
be directly in the form of salary, but may be in the form of paying off expensive college
debt which comes with the privilege of attending one of America’s top Universities, A
sister program to Teach for America should be established to focus on recruiting away
top-naotch professionals in mid-career transition or early retirement, which might enjoy
spending a few years as a teacher after they have already proved their self-worth

To answer George's guestion. .. with Google Docs and
other Facebook aps, it could be possible to migrate all
my course management to Facebook, (I'm just not
sure I'm ready for that.)

I cant say that I fully run my course on Facebook, but I have gone fo using it as my
means of communicafion with my sfudents.

I first heard of Facebook about a year ago when I noficed thet all my sfudents were on
the same page before class started (I feach in a computer lab). I never really thought
much about if, but I lafer taught an online course and I wanted some way to get to know
a little more about my students, so I required them to add me as a friend and o join a
Facebook group dedicated fo the course. Since then, I now require all of my students,
both graduate and undergraduate, who have Facebook to add me as a friend.

It only makes sense. Many fimes sfudenfs dont read e-mail anymore, but they can’t wait
fo see who has posted on their wall. So if someone misses a class or something, I'T drop
them a note and say, “Hey, missed you in class todey, everything OK?” I don mind
taking the time, and they know that I know that they aren’t keeping up. In the case of a
missing assignment, I'll drop them a message instead of posting it on the wall, because
the messages are private. As a maifer of fact, most of my students don’t e-mail or call
anymore because they “Facebook™ me instead. The only problem I have had with this,
however, is that some students can t—or shouldni-be on Facebook (such as some of the
high-profile athletes on campus don’t want the distracfion or “public access fo their
private lives™ or some of the student organization officers are prohibited as well), but
I've just made other arrangements with them.

I do think that your idea is an inferesfing one. We've just gone through the process of
switching CMS here at Oklahoma State, and I find that I'm using our CMS (Dz2L) less
and less and Facebook more and more.
