Choose the scenes 
carefully for this purpose. Also, consider the elements of a trailer discussed in class (ie. humour, 
romance, suspense, etc.) and be sure to include scenes that reflect these traits. When the chart is 
complete, choose at least 5 - 10 scenes that you will film with your group. Describe how you will 
feature these scenes in your trailer.
