To feed some of the animals there’s More than 650 species
of flowering plants! It’s not just good for the animals and plants
it’s also a great place for outdoor activities.

If you’re a photographer there are certainly lots of picture
perfect views. It’s also conveniently located on Route 3 and
accessible by the Alaskan railroad.
