So You Want To Join The Corps of Discovery?

Over the course of twenty-eight months, the Corps of Discovery traveled across the Louisiana Territory in

: )oats, on foot, and by horseback. They also lived in different types of structures, depending on the time of year and

location. They encountered numerous tribes of Native Americans and discovered hundreds of species of plants and

animals that were unknown to scientists 1 the eastern United States.

For this project, you have the option of creating your own version of a journal from the expedition, or
building a model of a physical object that was used by the Corps. For either option, you must submut a bibliography

that contains yout sources for the project.

Option One — Journal
The first option is to create your own version of a journal that mcludes THREE of the following:

1. A hand drawn map showing the route taken by the Corps of Discovery
AND
2. An overview of one Native American tribe that the Cotps met during the trip
PLUS, CHOOSE ONE
3. A report on the two winter camps used by the Corps.
4. Drawings and descriptions of plants and animals discovered by the Corps

You should present all three sections in1 a scrapbook, journal, or similar format.

ption Two — Model

The second option is to build a model of an object used during the expedition. If you choose this option,
you may build a replica of one of the following:

1. Keelboat

2. Dugout Canoe

3. Floyd’s Monument

4. Mandan Earthen Lodge
5. Ft. Mandan

6. Ft. Clatsop

7. Storage Cache

Your model must also include scenery (river, surrounding land, etc...)

*#*+ If you choose this option, be prepared to spend a significant amount of time collecting matenals and
creating the model.

2. Overview of a Native American tribe (25 pts.) — The Corps of Discovery encountered many native tribes
during their trip. Meriwether Lewis and William Clark were ordered to serve as ambassadors between the United
States and the Native Americans throughout the expedition. You will research one of the tribes they met and
present information related to each of the following topics. (Required)

a. The meeting ceremony developed by Lewis and Clark 5 pts.
b. The name of a tribe encountered by the Corps and a
description of some of their customs 10 pts.
(lodging, food, medicine, beliefs)
c. Where your tribe was located 10 pts.

(A list of current states AND a map of their location)

25 pts.

3. Winter Camp Reports (25 pts.) — Research their two winter camps and report on the following topics.
(Optional)

a. Name each winter camp and the current state where it would be located 2 pts.
b. When and how long did the Corps of Discovery stay at each camp? 5 pts.
c. What noteworthy people did the Corps encounter at the first winter camp? 3 pts.
d. Explain the significance of “the vote” that occurred at the second winter camp 3 pts.
e. Create a diagram of the layout for both winter camps 12 pts.

4. Drawings and Diagrams of “Flora and Fauna” (25 pts) — Lewis documented hundreds of new species of
" plants and animals that wete unknown to eastern scientists. For this option, you will research five plants and five
animals found by Lewis, draw each of them, and provide basic information about them. (Optional)

a. Five illustrations of plants (colored) 10 pts.
b. Five illustrations of animals (colored) 10 pts.
c. The date when Lewis first recorded each 5 pts.
