Simplifying Fractions

To simplify a fraction means to write it in lowest terms

e.g.  Simplify the following



		a)		b)		c)



Trick:  You can use HCF to simplify – makes it easier









12 = 2 x 2 x 3

30 = 2 x 3 x 5













Mixed Numbers & Improper Fractions

Mixed Number

A number and a fraction together



e.g. 



Improper Fraction

A fraction where numerator > denominator



e.g.  















Mixed Number  Improper fraction



Change	    into an improper fraction



Multiply the whole number by the denominator and add the numerator.



Write as a fraction over the denominator

6 x 3 + 1

= 19













Improper Fraction  Mixed Number



Change	     to a mixed number 



Divide numerator by denominator





Write the remainder as a fraction of the denominator next to the whole number



Simplify

68 ÷ 12

= 5 R8
