Money You Do Not Need to Pay Back 

Grants:  
1. Federal Grants 

a.  Pell Grant 
i. 58% of college students receive a Pell Grant (More students would get the grant if they applied)   

ii. Average dollar amount: $575 - $5,550 a year 
b.  Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (FSEOG) 

i. Provides additional funding for students with more financial need, up to $4,000 
c.  Federal Teach Grant 

i. Up to $4,000 a year for students who are beginning a career in teaching 
ii. Must teach in high-need field or in a lower economic area 

2. Minnesota State Grant  
a.  Minnesota resident that attends a Minnesota college or university  
b.  Can earn up to $10,450, average grant is $1,800 a year  

3. Grants Given by Colleges 
a.  Examples: Student Leadership, Financial Need, Student Involvement, Project for Peace 
b.  Private colleges tend to give more grants, their grants tend to be a higher dollar amount  

Scholarships (Range $500-$10,000 a year):  
1. Common Scholarships  

Academic, African-American, Asian, Art, Athletic, Best Buy, Business, Cargill, Computer, Cosmetology,

Work Study (Range $500-$10,000 a year):  
1. A Few Types of Work Study Jobs 

Research assistant for a study on improving memory, Library assistant, Clerical staff in the fine arts 
college, Computer lab assistant, Usher at sporting events and concerts, Child care worker, Cook, 
College guide for prospective students  

2. Details 
a.  The average pay is between $8.00 - $12.00 an hour 
b.  The average work study student works about 10 – 12 hours a week 
c.  The average amount a work study earns during a school year is approximately $2,500 a year 
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
