Elements

All elements are made of atoms. Elements are the building blocks
of all matter. As far as we know, there are only
so many basic elements. Up to this point in time
we have discovered/created over 100. While
there may be more out there to discover, the
basic elements remain the same. Iron (Fe)
atoms found on Earth are identical to iron atoms
found on meteorites. The iron atoms on Mars .
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Elements are substances that cannot be

separated into simpler substances. Salt is made up of the elements
sodium and chloride. Water is made up of the elements hydrogen
and oxygen.

An element is a chemical made up of one kind of atom. The known
elements are listed on a chart called the Periodic Table. The
elements are not randomly placed on the table. Instead, they are
listed in order of their atomic number. Each element has its own
atomic number which identifies it from all the other known elements.
For example, the atomic number for the element hydrogen, H,is 1.
This means that all the atoms of hydrogen have the same atomic
number, which is 1. It's the atoms that are different and unique, even
though they are made of the same pieces.
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
