2. Verbs  

a. Identify if it is transitive or intransitive after identifying any direct objects 

3. Subjects – Who or what is “doing/completing” the verb? 

4. FOR ACTION VERBS:  Look for direct objects  (NOTE: indirect objects are not on the midterm) 

FOR LINKING VERBS:  Look for predicate adjectives or predicate nominatives

o Cannot stand alone as a complete thought/sentence 

o Start with Relative Pronouns or Subordinating Conjunctions 

 

 Independent Clauses 

o Can stand alone AND always have a subject and verb
