BUT WHY?  

At midnight on Sept. 27, 1849, author Edgar Allan Poe walked out of a Restaurant 

in Richmond, Virginia… and disappeared. 

His disappearance has been the topic of countless theories—perhaps he was 

mugged by crazies? perhaps he went crazy? OR perhaps an underlying illness led to 

his untimely death? 

On October 3rd, a delirious Poe was found on the streets of Maryland, "in great 

distress, and ... in need of immediate assistance". He was taken to a hospital, where 

he died at 5 a.m. on Sunday, October 7. He was never fully “awake” enough to 

explain how he came to be in this condition.
