Bibliography/Works Cited 

The works cited, or bibliography, at the end of the paper lists all the sources of 

information used in preparing for a research paper. 
 List all the sources in alphabetical order by the author's last name or the first 

 significant word in the title if there is no author. 

 Use the title page (front and back) to get all your information. 

 The author's name should be written Last Name, First Name. 

 Punctuation is important.
