not bricks. O’Gorman changed

throughout Sioux Falls. Some of us
lost a friend, some lost a brother,
and some lost a son. Last year, on
February 19, Joe Viereck passed
away, and O’Gorman changed in
so many bittersweet ways.

Joe was the kind of person that
made you want to be his friend. He

was confident in everything he did,
and that confidence was built upon
a level of determination that more
than compensated for his short
stature. On the football field he
was quite frankly frightening in the
words of Adam Schroeder.
“Whenever 1 was blocking for

Joe, I'd be freaking out, because 1
knew that if I couldn’t open the
hole, he would literally run into me
as hard as he could to push the ball
forward just a few more yards.”
But fearlessness on the football
field was not all that Joe had going
for him as he proved after his

career was unfairly cut short by
a neck injury that nearly left him
paralyzed. I was there that day, and
I bore witness to a true feat of
willpower that Pat Cink was able to
give testimony to.

“After Joe got hit he was able
to stand up, which should have
been impossible, and he managed
to walk a little bit before falling,”
said Cink.

“He was nearly paralyzed and
he managed to walk. To me those
few steps said so much about
the kind of person Joe was,” said
Cink.

Joe’s confidence and
determination are what attracted
people to him, but it was his
compassion that made students
love him.

It was like he could sense
when people needed to know that
someone cated, and he had the type
of personality that brought out the
best qualities in his friends.

“I remember becoming really
close to Joe during the summer
going into freshman year,” said

Jordan Gunderson.

“Joe introduced me to almost
all of my close friends and helped
me to become more outgoing. We
spent the whole summer chasing
gitls, playing football, and getting
into trouble; we were great friends
ever since,” said Gunderson.

To some, Joe’s compassion was
too great to be fully explained.

“It’s hard for me to choose just
one memory of me and Joe but
