An academic partnership that guarantees admission to SDSU provided the following requirements are met:
Continuous enrollment in SUHSD in grades 9-12.
Attain a CSU GPA of 3.0 or higher and maintain through senior year.
Complete the A-G requirements with C grades or higher.

• Take the SAT Reasoning or ACT exams no later than November of the senior year. Obtain a minimum CSU
eligibility index of 2900 for SAT and 694 for ACT.
*CSU Eligibility Index SAT: GPAx800 + SAT total *CSU Eligibility Index ACT: (GPAx200) + (lOx ACT Comp)
Satisfy the Entry Level Math (ELM) placement test or its equivalent.
Satisfy the English Placement Test (EFT) or its equivalent.
Meet all SDSU admission/enrollment deadlines and requirements in the senior year including:
(a) Submitting a CSU Mentor first-time freshmen application to SDSU between October I and November 30.
(b.) No D or F .zrades durinz 12th.zrade in anv subject.
(c) Admitted students must submit their Intent to Enroll confirmation by May 1.
