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In French III, you will:

converse, write, listen and read in present, past, future tenses. Units are centered on the story La
Chanson de Roland, the regions of France, childhood memories and daily routine . You will write your
own chanson, research a French region, and narrate your childhood using a new past tense.

You will accomplish these things by:
taking an active role in your learning through note-taking, completing assignments, doing reading, lis-
tening, writing, and speaking activities in pairs, groups, or on your own, playing games, listening to &
analyzing songs, watching videos, watching & creating Power Point demonstrations and doing Internet
research.

What you'll need to be successful:

0 A 1" 3-ring binder (or pocket folder with clips) with your previous years' French notes
0 A pencil and/or blue or black pen (no other colors, please!)

0 Loose leaf paper or a spiral notebook in the binder
