Which stories are you drawn to? Why?

What type of stories have your attention? Are they serious? Informative? Suggestive? Biased?
Entertaining? Objective? Hard news?

Is the information important for involved citizens to know or is it frivolous?

Provide explicit as well
as inferred evidence from the text.
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
