





What is LSD?

- A potent psychedelic drug that produces
distortions of perception and thought.

(Most potent hallucinogen)

A dose of a few millionths of a gram has a
noticeable effect; an average dose of 100 to
300 micrograms produces an experimental

state, called a trip, that lasts from 6 to 14
hours.




What does it look like?

To control small doses, LSD is often
dissolved mtostrls of paper sugar cubes,
or pills. FCh Sewel




What happens during an LSD trip?

-Distortions (a wall could seem to pulsate or
breathe)

-Senses intermingle (sounds may be seen;
visual stimuli may be heard)

-Out of body experiences

-Distortions of time (can accelerate or slow
down)




Psychological Effects

e Delusions

e Visual hallucinations

e An artificial sense of euphoria or certainty

e Distortion of one’s sense of time and identity

e Impaired depth perception

e Impaired time perception, distorted perception of the size and shape of objects,
movements, color, sounds, touch and the user’s own body image

e Severe, terrifying thoughts and feelings A
e Fear of losing control

Flashbacks (After a few months of use)




Physical Effects

e Dilated pupils

e Higher or lower body temperature
e Sweating or chills (Goose bumps)
e Loss of appetite
