This month, Iowa’s
governor, Chet Culver, de-
cided that the way he was
going to fix the state’s mon-
ey problems was going to
be a 10% budget cut across
the board. This decision was
made because the REC (Rev-
enue Estimating Confer-
ence) predicted declines in
state revenue by 8.4%, or the
equivalent of $414.9 million.

Governor  Culver
said, “Our state is faced with
simple but painful choices:
to increase taxes, cut spend-
ing, or both. I have been
clear on this: I believe now is

not the time to raise taxes on
hard-working Iowans.”

This may be what
is best, but state institutions
are going to be hard pressed
for money after the cut takes
place. Our own school dis-
trict is losing a $614,000 be-
cause of this, and all other
state institutions are go-
ing to be losing substantial
amounts of money also. It
won't really be affecting this
year’s budget as much as
next year’s.

Since spending is down and
state revenue is down be-
cause of that, the state has to
make money some way. This
is the only logical way to do
that without taxing people.
This is the view of more than
just the Democratic Party,
the Republicans agree with
it also.

The
newest game in the King-
dom Hearts saga, Kingdom
Hearts 358/2 Days (say 3-5-8
days over 2) takes place be-
tween the first and second
games in the series. It re-
volves around Roxas, Sora’s
Nobody, and his time in Or-
ganization XIII, as well as his
friendship with Axel. It also
introduces Xion, the myste-
rious fourteenth member of
the organization who wields
a Keyblade like Roxas. She,
like Roxas, has no memories
of before she became a No-
body. As Roxas, Xion, and
Axel’s friendship grows,
they begin to wonder why
the organization wants them
to destroy Heartless and
whether what they’re doing
is right or wrong.

The gameplay mir-
rors the PS2 games, as well
as the graphics, which are ex-
tremely good for a DS game.
They also keep the voice
actors for the cutscenes, so
you can almost forget you're
playing a DS at times. There

are a lot of cutscenes, like all
the games in the saga, so if
you only bought the game
for the combat, you’ll have a
lot of skipping to do. There’s
also a new feature added to
the game — panels. The pan-
els are a set of squares you
use to equip items as you
see fit. You start with only
a few, but you get more as
the game progresses. It also
retains most of the worlds
from Disney movies like
Alice in Wonderland and The
Nightmare Before Christmas.
The game also features the
first multiplayer mode of the
series, as well as a new Limit
Break ability.

The prices of hogs
are going down. The hog
prices went down again last
week 2.3%, a little more than
estimated. They think the
prices will go up in Febru-
ary, they estimate it to be up
.04%, but they also believe
it will be down in January
about .09% but no one really
has any idea what tomorrow
brings.

The Chicago Board
of Trade believes from May
to July of 2010 the hog pric-
es will go up traumatically
to about .350%. People are
looking to keep their hogs
because they bought their
hogs when they were high
so they want to sell their
hogs for even higher. The
prices for feed are going to
keep going up so feed will
be about .35% in September
of 2010.

It is getting harder
and harder to get rid of them
because the farmer would
have to take a loss. The low-
er feed costs is making the

ting less on the truck because
the hogs weigh more.

On top of the hogs
just being worth basically
nothing, the HIN1 virus
caused the prices to fall even
more because a lot of people
out there thought HIN1 was
from hogs.
