UARS crashes 
back to Earth
Megan Crosser
	 NASA’s satellite, 
the Upper Atmosphere Re-
search Satellite, fell back to 
Earth on September 23rd or 
24th between 11:23 P.M. and 
1:09 A.M. This satellite has 
been up in space for twenty 
years and nine days. It was 
launched on September 12th, 
1991, on mission STS-48.
	 This satellite was 
only on a fourteen year mis-
sion and ended its life in 
2005. It found some of the 
first chemicals in the atmo-
sphere to be recorded and 

also gathered data about 
how much light comes from 
the sun. The satellite lasted 
eleven years longer than 
expected and still had some 
fuel left, which helped it stay 
on a decaying orbit.
    On its way back to Earth, 
the satellite passed over Af-
rica, to the Indian Ocean, 
to the Pacific Ocean, across 
Canada, across the Northern 
Atlantic Ocean, and back 
towards Africa. It was said 
that the satellite could possi-
bly land in the U.S. “It would 
have been scary if it landed 
in the U.S.,” said Courtnie 
Opheim. 
	 The main landing of 
the satellite was in the ocean 
but also over Northern Can-
ada and West Africa. The 
satellite broke into at least 
twenty five pieces and those 
pieces spread over at least 
five hundred miles wide. 
This is said to be the largest 
satellite to fall back to Earth. 
There has been no reports of 
damage or injury.
