I will send home a letter that 
thoroughly explains the Daily 5 and CAFE. It 
will include how to help your child pick "Good 
Fit" books for them to read at night and use for 
their nightly Reading Reflections. Homework in 
extremely important to support the skills that 
we are addressing in the classroom. It is very 
important that they try to do their homework 
on the night that it assigned, especially the 
Reading Reflections.
