Please do not 
answer the above questions 
with a yes or no. Each 
question should be 
explained in at least one 
complete sentence. 

Reading Reflection: 
Before reading, explain 
why you chose what you will 
read and what you hope to 
find out. Read for at least 20 
minutes.  

Reading Reflection: 
Enjoy a fiction book 
today. Before reading, 
preview your book. This 
may include looking at the 
cover, title page, illustrations 
and summary. Then, write 
down 2-3 predictions of 
what you think will happen. 
After reading, review each 
prediction. If that event 
actually happened, put a 
check mark next to it. If your 
prediction changed, write 
another sentence to tell how 
it changed. 

Reading Reflection: 
Read for at least 20 
minutes. Make sure you 
record what you read in your 
reading log.
