If not, how 
can you make a stronger 
prediction?

Preview a nonfiction book by 
looking at the nonfiction 
features.  Write down the 
features you used and what 
you predict you will be 
learning about in this book.  
Then read the book for at 
least 20 minutes.  Did you 
learn what you thought you 
were going to learn?  How did 
you know?
