To add your images into Google Earth _ use an image

overlay

1. Download your images from the websites to the desktop of the computer
2. Go to the placemark where you want to place the image and zoom all the way
in.
3. Control-click on the placemark and select add image overlay
4. Name the image overlay first!
5. Use the browse button to find the image on your desktop
6. Paste in the description box the URL of the image.
7. To adjust the image. ..
Resize the box using the green handles on the image.
Use the crosshair in the center of the image to move its location.
