1.  In > All Programs open 
up Microsoft Excel and 
type up this data.

2.  Highlight with your 
mouse, the information 
under the heading  
‘Grass Area - Hazards’ 
(don’t highlight the 
heading!)

3.  From the >Insert 
menu, click >Chart.

4.  Select the type of chart 
called ‘Column’ and click 
on the chart pictured at 
the top left.

5.  Click Next. 
Click on the ‘Title’ sheet 
and type in the heading 
“Grass Area - Hazards.
This will become the title 
of your graph.

Click Finish. Your column 
graph is complete! Have a 
look at the data and find 
out what is the:
The greatest hazard
The least hazard is
