Classroom Topics & Activities

e Reading with expression, retelling stories,
picture details, pausing for punctuation.

e Genre elements of realistic fiction, folk tales,
fables, and informational text.

e Counting to 30 orally, matching quantities to
number symbols, identifying numbers to 20,
counting by 10s to 100.

e Patterns, number quantities on grids, counting
on, place value for ones and tens.

e Writing numerals 0 — 10 with correct form.

e Use sight words to write simple sentences,
match pictures to writing, positively comment on
others writing.

e Observing and recording our adopted tree in the
fall season.

e Discuss and write about Honesty.
e Feet themed math, writing, and art activities.

e Study American Indians and The Pilgrims through
books, videos, props, and crafts.

e Colonial life vs. modern life for children.
