Bronchus is like an upside down trunk of a tree

vocal cords/Larynx: They stretch to make different pitches

Two lungs: Inside each lung is a tree. The trunk is the bronchus. The branches are the
bronchials and the ends are the bronchioles.

Alveoli: sacs on top of the bronchioles. Look like clumps of grapes. This is where the 0y
and co, go through.
