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 Additionally, the character of Haymitch comes to life as the reader 

learns of his faults and weaknesses.  A past tribute in the Hunger Games, 

Haymitch must live with the memory of killing innocent children, and in 

order to cope, Haymitch drinks excessively. “We half-lead half-carry 

Haymitch back to his compartment. Since we can’t exactly set him down on 

the embroidered bedspread, we haul him into the bathtub and turn on the 

shower. He hardly notices” (48). Remorsefully, Haymitch buries his 

feelings, and the reader learns that life for this tragic character is anything 

but happy.
