The White Star Line, a British company, buift the three ships; The
Titanic, The Britanic, and The Olympic. The Titanic, supposedly the most
luxurious was deemed the “Ship of Dreams”. Due to her structure, namety
her sixteen watertight compartments that made up the hull of the ship,
she was considered “unsinkable’ by the press. If only they knew how
- wrong they were. |
April 14, 1912 the tragedy took place. After receiving severai
 iceberg warnings the Titanic-struck a hidden block of ice. The sinking.
began at the moment of impact. The ship's watettight bulkhead
. compariments failed, due to the first six having been damaged from the
collision, and the Titanic could only stay afloat if only four of her
. compariments were flooded, no more. With a litfle less than three houts

the “unsinkable” ship was gone. -

Of the 2,227 passengers and crew only 705 survived because the
Titanic didn’t have the proper number of lifeboats to save all her
~passengers. Out of total first class 199 of 329 survived. 166 of the 285
second class lived. Out of the 710 third class only 174 lived. Only 214 of
_ the 899 crew made it that night. That fateful night 53 children lost theit.
lives.

So, come with me as we discover the reasons, meet the people,
and feel the impact of that tragic night.
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“The Ship of Dreams”

The RMS Titanic, the ship of dreams. Not
even a year since she was completely she made
headlines around the world. She measured 882"
feet, 8 inches long, 175 feet from keel to stack, and
02 feet wide, 11 stories high. Her weight was 46+
tons and she boasted four smoke stacks.

The Titanic had 28 fully decorated first-class
suites; the staterooms having running water and
each passenger could also enjoy electric lighting
and heat.

The luxuries she had and was famed for were
the first many had ever seen on a ship: four
electric elevators, an indoor squash court, a
heated swimming pool, two libraries, four
restaurants, three galleys, gymnasium, a fully
equipped darkroom, and fully staffed medical bay,
with an operating room. The staircase was crafted
with gold and crystal lighting, making it one of
the most popular aspects about the ship.

The Titanic was powered to go 24 knots, and
was powered by: 29 coil stoked boilers; each three
stories high, two reciprocating four-cylinder
direct drive inverted steam engines, one low-
pressure parsons turbine, three propellers, and
she had two anchors. Not to mention the famous
16 watertight bulkhead compartments the were
supposed to make the Titanic “unsinkable.”
