This simulation attracts students from all 
over the world and is affiliated with THIMUN, The Hague International Model United 
Nations, which is one of the largest and most prestigious conferences in the world and the 
oldest conference in Europe. We have gotten permission from our head of school to attend 
this conference and are all very excited about it! 
 
I will be the person in contact with the conference leaders and organizing this trip with the 
help of Mr. Robinson, the HIS MUN coordinator. I have done Model United Nations for 
three years now, and I know that an international conference is also a very rewarding 
experience, as you not only get to explore a new place, you meet people from all over the 
world who might not ever come to China and learn to view a place you only ever heard of, in 
this case part of the Middle East, from a different, first-hand perspective.
