The estimated cost of the trip is 700 RMB. It includes two nights at a hotel, the fee for
renting a bus for the trip, the conference registration fee, and the usual supervision fee.
The trip cost includes lunch and dinner on Saturday, but does not include any other meals.
The hotel has breakfast available for 15 RMB; it is a standard Chinese breakfast, so some
students might be bringing their own breakfast cereal. The group will have at least one
Western meal a day.
